Directions:  The Tien Mou International
Convention Center is in Tien Mou in Northern
Taipei City, about 3 blocks north of the Tien Mou
West Road and Tien Mou East Road intersection.
It's location is Chung Shan N. Rd, Section 7, # 113
(entrance on back side of building on Tien Yu
Street) Bus service from downtown Main Train
Station is 220 (takes you to within a block) and
285 takes you to Tien Mou East Road from Sung
Shan Domestic Airport (downtown).  Bus service
from the Shipai MTR (Rapid Transit) station is 224,
601 and 19, all of which come down Tien Mou
West Road and turn north on Chung Shan N. Rd.
There is a Sizzler restaurant fronting on Section 7
(located on the ground floor of the Farmer
Training Center).
